Understanding on future partnerships for the possible building of a       

transmission line, should Ontario make it a priority, from Wawa to Nipigon.  

 

Our auditor, George Trevisan of BDO Dunwoody did the presentation of 

our audited Financial Statements for the year ended March 31, 2010        

including the letter of congratulations from Indian Affairs on receiving an 

unqualified (which is very good) opinion from our auditors.   

 

Legal Counsel, Kim Fullerton, updated the members on the draft Election 

Code and what steps we need to take next to try and have a finalized     

Election Code in place, hopefully for the 2011 election but more likely   

before the  2013 elections.  We will be providing, through a mail out, the 

final draft for all of our members prior to submission to Indian Affairs.  

This has been a long process delayed in part by the federal government; 

however, the timing is opportune now to finalize our  custom Election 

Code. 

 

Our Corporate Trustees, TD Canada Trust were available for any questions 

or concerns on the Boundary Claim Settlement Trust and future               

development of an investment strategy. 

 

The matter of the MFN Community Trust was an issue and we appear to 

have received a mandate again from our members to hold a second vote in 

the near future, to provide additional benefits for past programs missed to 

our members and we will certainly give you ample time and provide more 

information and meet again with you on this matter prior to calling for  a 

vote.  The numbers required are high and we want to ensure you fully     

appreciate the importance of your voice.

Finances – funding, cashflow and bank accounts/reserves are sufficient to satisfy all expenditures and        

continue to provide benefits to members. 

 

Youth & Elders Gathering 2011 – funding applications for resources for next year‟s gathering are already 

underway and planning meetings will commence this month.   

 

Better Living Policy – since the policy renewal we have disbursed $720,000 in direct benefits to members and 

will exhaust this year‟s allocation of $1,200,000 from the Corporate Trust revenues by the end of the benefit 

year.  

 

Video Production – the archival video, taken during this year‟s Y&E Gathering  is currently being edited and 

should be available early in November, DVD‟s will be distributed on request to members for a small            

administration fee. 

 

Community Services – include Health and Education as well as the Library where programs and events are 

planned as per work plans prepared and submitted to funding agencies and per requirements of Indian Affairs.  

We currently support within our funding requirements elementary and secondary students and sponsor as 

many as 40 post secondary students through Indian Affairs and special programs such as the Bursary program.  

Funding guidelines require the First Nation to monitor and report on all expenditures in accordance to the    

required criteria.   

 

Indian Affairs – will be introducing amendments to the transfer payment processes for funding based on Low 

to High Risk assessments on every First Nation which could affect the release of funding for those First       

Nations which are a high risk, i.e. do not have the skills and resources to manage their financial affairs or have 

policies and procedures in place.  Michipicoten is considered low risk due to the consistency of accountability 

and management.  Each department prepares a budget and work plan annually for those key areas of service to 

the community, a fiscal operating budget is also approved annually by Chief and Council, as well as the       

annual audited Financial Statements which are submitted to Indian Affairs.

RE: First Nation Point of Sale Tax Exemption  
 
As you know, effective September, 1, 2010, First Nation citizens in Ontario are exempt the 8% provincial 
portion of the 13% harmonized sales tax for eligible off-reserve purchases at the point of sale.  
There have been reports that a number of retailers in the province have not, or are not, providing the ex-
emption at the point of sale. Please note that the Chiefs of Ontario (COO) office is keeping track of these 
reports and following up with the Ontario Ministry of Revenue, who in turn, follow up with the First Nation 
individual and the retailer to attempt to rectify the situation. Attached to this memo please find a notice 
posted on the Ontario Ministry of Revenue website which states that ñEffective September 1, 2010, First 
Nations status card holders are exempt from the provincial part of the Harmonized Sales Tax (HST) for 
eligible off-reserve purchasesò.  
This notice, which includes the Ontario logo, may be useful to your Band members to have with them 
when travelling off reserve to make purchases should they have any problem having the exemption hon-
oured.  
Please be assured that the COO office and First Nation provincial-territorial organizations are working 
together to continue to monitor these incidents and follow-up with government.

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Point-of-Sale Exemption for Status Indians 
Important HST Information For First Nations 
Effective September 1, 2010, First Nations[*] status card holders are exempt from the provincial part of the 

Harmonized Sales Tax (HST) for eligible off-reserve purchases. The exemption generally follows the former 

practice of the Retail Sales Tax (RST) exemption for goods and certain services purchased off-reserve by a 

First Nations individual, which was in place for 30 years. 

This exemption is in addition to the current relief provided to First Nations under the GST/HST framework, 

such as for purchases on a reserve or delivered to a reserve. It is also in addition to point-of-sale rebates of-

fered to all Ontarians on items such as books or children's clothing. 

For more information, refer to the publication Ontario First Nations Point-of-Sale Exemptions or telephone 

1 866 ONT-TAXS (1 866 668-8297), 1 800 263-7776 for teletypewriter (TTY). 

Information on how businesses who provide this credit at the point-of-sale would be required to report the 

HST is available from the Canada Revenue Agency.

A Northwest Territories Ghost Story  

Ojibwa First Nation  

The storm lasted so long that they thought they would starve. Finally, when the wind and swirling snow had 
died away to just a memory, the father, who was a brave warrior, ventured outside. The next storm was al-
ready on the horizon, but if food was not found soon, the family would starve. 

Keeping his knife and spear close, he ventured out upon the most-frequently used game trail,  watching in-
tently for some sign, in the newly-fallen snow, of animal footprints or movement of any kind. The forest lay 
deep and oddly silent under its gleaming coating of ice and snow. Every creature of sense lay deep within its 
burrow and slept. Still, the warrior hunted, knowing how desperate his family had become. 

As he moved through the eerie stillness, broken only by the soft caress of the wind, he heard a strange hiss-
ing noise. It came from everywhere and nowhere at once. The warrior stopped, his heart pounding. That was 
when he saw the blood-soaked footprints appearing on the path in front of him. He gripped his knife tightly, 
knowing that somewhere, watching him, was a Windigo. 

He had learned about the Windigo at his father's knee. It was a large creature, as tall as a tree, with a lipless 
mouth and jagged teeth. Its breath was a strange hiss, its footprints full of blood, and it ate any man, woman 
or child who ventured into its territory. And those were the lucky ones. Sometimes, the Windigo chose to pos-
sess a person instead, and then the luckless individual became a Windigo himself, hunting down those he 
had once loved and feasting upon their flesh. 

The warrior knew he would have just one chance to prevail over the Windigo. After that, he would die. Oré 
the thought was too terrible to complete. 

Slowly, he backed away from the bloody footprints, listening to the hissing sound. Was it stronger in one di-
rection? He gripped spear in one hand, knife in the other. Then the snowbank to his left erupted as a creature 
as tall as a tree leapt out at him. He dove to one side, rolling into the snow so that his clothing was covered 
and he became hard to see in the gray twilight of the approaching storm. 

The Windigo whirled its massive frame and the warrior threw the spear. It struck the creature's chest, but the 
Windigo just shook it off as if it were a toy. The warrior crouched behind a small tree as the creature searched 
the torn-up snow for a trace of him. Perhaps one more chance. 

The Windigo loomed over his hiding place, its sharp eyes seeing the outline of him against the tree. It bent 
down, long arms reaching. The warrior leapt forward as if to embrace the creature and thrust his knife into its 
fathomless black eye. The Windigo howled in pain as the blade of the knife sliced into its brain cavity. It tried 
to pull him off of its chest, but the warrior clung to the creature, stabbing it again and again in the eyes, the 
head. 

The Windigo collapsed to the ground, bleeding profusely, almost crushing the warrior beneath its bulk. He 
pulled himself loose and stared at the creature, which blended in with its white surroundings so well that he 
would not have seen it save for the blood pouring from its eyes and ears and scalp. Then the outline of the 
creature grew misty and it vanished, leaving only a pool of blood to indicate where it had fallen. 

Shaken, the warrior, heart pounding with fear and fatigue, turned for home. He was weakened by lack of food, 
but knew that the storm would break soon and he would die if he did not seek shelter. 

At the edge of the wood, he found himself face to face with a red fox. It was a fat old creature, its muzzle lined 
with gray. The creature stood still, as if it had been brought to him as a reward for killing the Windigo. With a 
prayer of thanksgiving, the warrior killed the fox and took it home to his starving family. The meat lasted for 
many days, until the final storm had blown itself out and the warrior could safely hunt once more.
